What is meant by a Federal
undertaking?

Section 106 of the National Historic
Preservation Act requires federal
agencies to consider the effects of
undertakings (federal licenses and
permits or federally assisted projects) on
properties listed in or eligible for the
National Register. If a project threatens to
harm such properties, the federal
Advisory Council on Historic Preservation
must be consulted to consider ways to
avoid or minimize damage.

How does the listing of property in the
National Register affect my property?

Under Federal and Missouri law, private
property listed in the National Register
can be maintained, managed, or disposed
of as property owners choose, provided
there is no federal agency or federal
money involvement.

If owners of properties listed in the
National Register choose voluntarily to
participate in federal or state preservation
programs, rehabilitation must follow
federal guidelines. These guidelines are
known as The Secretary of the Interior’s
Standards for Rehabilitation. The intent of
the standards is to assist the long-term
preservation of a property’s significance
through the preservation of historic
materials and features.
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What is the National Register of
Historic Places?

The National Register of Historic
Places is the nation’s official list of
cultural resources worthy of
preservation. These properties have
national, state or local significance
in one or more of the following
areas:. history, architecture,
archaeology, engineering and
culture.

The National Register is part of a
program administered by the
National Park Service of the
Department of Interior to coordinate
and support public and private
efforts to identify, evaluate, and
protect historic and archaeological
resources.

What can be listed in the National
Register?

Properties listed in the National
Register include: buildings,
structures, sites, objects, and
districts.

How many areas in Lee’

listed in the National Register?

Currently, there are eight areas listed in
the National Register. Six of the areas are
located in the downtown area.

e Saint Paul’s Episcopal Church: located
east of downtown

e Lee’'s Summit Downtown Historic
District

e Howard Neighborhood Historic District:
located south of downtown.

o Northeast Douglas Street Residential
Historic District: located north of
downtown

e Northeast Forest Avenue and
Northeast Green Street Residential
Historic District: located north of
Downtown

e Northeast Green and 1st Streets
Residential Historic District: located
north of downtown

Two districts are located outside of the
downtown area.

e Longview Farm: located at Southwest
Longview Road, south of 3rd Street

e Bailey Farm: The southwest corner of
Ranson and Bailey Road

How does the National Register
listing affect property owners?

Listing properties in the National
Register benefits historic properties in
a number of ways:

e Recognition of the property’'s
significant value to the community,
Statenand natiora r e

o Eligibility for federal and state tax
credits for building rehabilitation;

e Qualification for federal and state
historic preservation grants, loans,
and incentive programs, and;

e Consideration when there is a
Federal undertaking.

What are tax credits?

Owners of National Register properties
may be eligible for a 20%  federal
investment tax credit for the
rehabilitation of income-producing
commercial, industrial, or residential
rental buildings.

In addition, owners of National Register
properties are eligible for a 25%
Missouri investment tax credit for the
rehabilitation of commercial and
residential properties.
